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Transcervical Insemination (TCI)

Over the last 20 years, a more recent development, TCl, allows
bitches to be inseminated while awake and standing. There are,
however, restrictions to this technique.

1. The amount of live semen required is doubled (200 million
live sperm per insemination)

2. Bitches may need sedation for this technique. Despite this,
some bitches cannot be successfully catheterised and still
require a surgical insemination.

3. The equipment used for the insemination has been limited in
its use in the smaller breeds.

4. No training courses for the correct technique have been
available in Australia until very recently. It requires a lot of
experience to get increased success and reduced times.

5. Insemination times can vary from as short as 10 minutes to
over 30 minutes by which time concerns over the continuing
viability of the thawed semen increase. Semen is not usually
thawed until after the catheter has reached the uterus.

6. Some bitches can become distressed and require heavy
sedation to continue.

Surgical Al

1. This can be done within 10-15 minutes, much shorter that a
standard spay operation.

2. The surgical site is minimal 1-2 inches maximum. Drugs can be
given to minimise any pain.

3. The uterus and ovaries can be examined at the same time if
required.

Breeding and Surgical Al Statement

4. Half the amount of live sperm is required.

5. Semen that has been in cold storage for years was originally
purchased on the basis of needing 100 million live sperm per

insemination.

6. Older stores of semen cannot be changed. Accordingly, if any
restrictions are imposed, a grandfather clause should apply
to its use regardless of any newer restrictions on the use of
surgical Al. (E.g. Any such restriction does not apply to semen
collected before 2024).

As can be seen from above, the reasons for the use of artificial
insemination depend on a number of factors. The reasons

for the use of surgical insemination can vary considerably
depending on location, practicality of collection from the dog,
the best interests of the bitch (including breeding history) and

the amount and quality of the semen available.
Conclusion

The veterinarian treating the bitch should have the right to
use the best technique available to obtain success with due
consideration of all the factors and what is in the best interests

of the animal’s welfare.

This is also important in maintaining genetic diversity, which
may be critical in maintaining the health of certain breeds,

particularly rare breeds.

The President, Ms P Campbell, presented her report to the
members.

The Chief Executive Officer, Ms Marzel Norton, presented her
report to the members.

ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT - 1 JULY 2024 TO 30 JUNE 2025.
Moved D Kehoe
THAT the financial report be received.

The CEO addressed questions received prior to the AGM, in
accordance with Clause 35.4 of the constitution..

e The Royal Agricultural Society Working Party over the last two
years, has generated zero income but has had an expenditure of
$6,000. Can an explanation to these expenses be provided at
the AGM?

The CEO provided clarification that the budget allocations
for the Dogs West stall at the Royal Show were recorded
under the “RAS Committee” line item. This was discussed at
the July Governing Council meeting during the audit report
presentation. These expenses are actually marketing costs
related to attending the RAS Dog Pavilion (e.g. flyers, bags,
merchandise, volunteer reimbursements). As there is no
formal RAS Committee, it was agreed that from 2025-26
onwards, these costs will be reclassified under Marketing to
more accurately reflect their purpose.

0 e Could Dogs West please advise how much money
Dogs West spent during the financial year on engaging Solomon
Hollett lawyers for legal advice and representation in matters
involving actions against their members or action taken by
members against Dogs West?

The CEO clarified that there has been no expenditure by
Dogs West in taking action against its members. However,
we have incurred costs amounting to $57,000 in defending
the Association against actions initiated by members.

Dogs West has the ability to recover some of these
expenses under Regulation A47.2. Where members have
withdrawn their actions unsuccessfully, and where it is
deemed appropriate, Dogs West will pursue recovery of
costs in accordance with that regulation.

e There was also a miscellaneous subcommittee for $2878. I just
wasn’t sure what a miscellaneous subcommittee was.

The CEO clarified that this was matter raised by the
auditors. We identified expenditure that had been
incorrectly allocated under national committees—for
example, the purchase of jackets for our state team’s
attendance at events. These costs were not related to
national committee activities.

For this financial year, we have reclassified those items
under “Miscellaneous” to ensure accuracy. Going forward,
we intend to create a dedicated line item to properly
capture this type of expenditure, as it was previously
misallocated under various committees.

We recently needed to seek approval
from members for the acquisition of land for road widening and also a
commercial opportunity to lease a small parcel land for an extended
period. The current 90 days made this a much more drawn out process
which could adversely affect future opportunities. NOTE: members will

Member advised that he has not been receiving emails from Dogs
West or CN notices, despite reporting the issue to the office
multiple times without resolution.

The President reiterated that Dogs West has no control over
whether Members receive emails, as this is often dependent on
individual email providers. Members were advised to:

Regularly check their spam or junk folders

Mark the Dogs West domain as a safe sender

Contact their email service provider for assistance
Consider using an alternative email address if issues persist

Despite these efforts, it was acknowledged that there is no universal
solution to email deliverability challenges. Members are encouraged
to be proactive in checking communication channels and ensuring
their contact details are current.

Staff also noted that in some cases, they can confirm whether

an email has been opened, which may assist in resolving specific
complaints. Switching to another provider (e.g., Gmail) has proven
effective for some Members.

Members were reminded that all key information—including K9
News and meeting notices—is also posted on the Dogs West
website under the Members’ Notice Board. Social media channels,
such as the Members’ Facebook page, will also be used more
frequently to distribute updates.

26.1.3  The purpose of such Forums shall be to discuss any
business upon which the Governing Council may desire
advice or guidance or which any affiliate may bring
forward.

26.1.4  Atall such Forums a Member of the Executive

Rationale:

Change of words from Conference/s to Forum/s to reflect what we now
call them.

26.1.1 - removal of the words ‘conducting sanctioned events. Many
of our Affiliated clubs stop holding sanctioned events for a
while. They should be permitted to attend Club forums as
they are still affiliated with Dogs West; Changing frequency of
forums from - at 6 month intervals- to at least twice a year as
it is more flexible.

26.1.4 - changing attendance of the President to attendance of an
Executive Committee member of a deputy appointed by the
Executive Committee rather than the President. This does
not preclude the President, who is a member of the Executive
Committee, from attending but gives greater scope for any
member of The Executive committee to play an active role.

Remove all of 26.2 Performance Clubs. As 26.1 has been
amended to remove reference to Clubs holding Sanctioned
Conformation events, it now applies to ALL affiliated Clubs.
In recent times all Clubs attended a Club Forum to discuss
general information that was applicable to all clubs. It was
more productive to hold the forum this way and informative
for all clubs to hear from different disciplines.

26.3 will be removed as it is a discussion forum, not a decision
making meeting. There is no need to have a quorum.

The president asked if there were any questions regarding the motion.

A question was raised regarding the use of the pronoun “he” in the
organisation’s regulations.

e It was clarified that “he” is used in a non-gendered,
interchangeable way with “she,” as per the definitions section of
the document.

e The usage avoids the need to amend regulations with each
change in officeholder gender.

e It was noted that this convention is standard in most legal and
formal documents, where “he” is understood to represent all
genders (i.e., mankind).

e The definitions section of the regulations explicitly defines “he”
as non-gender specific.

There being no further questions a vote was taken, and the motion was -
CARRIED

9.7 Moved: D Kehoe Seconded A Rushby
THAT Clause 28.3 of the CAWA Constitution be amended as follows -
Current wording:

28.3.2 To investigate written complaints, disputes or reports
received from CAWA affiliates, members or other

28.3.2 To investigate written complaints, disputes or reports
received from CAWA affiliates, members or other
persons or organisations including other member bodies
of the ANKC alleging misconduct or breaches of CAWA

There are occasions that a matter is lodged with the CEO that has
occurred outside the usual timeframe for the lodgement of a complaint
at an event or is a serious incident that requires investigating through
the Governance procedures.

Question On Notice - C Chinnery statute of limitations

A question was raised by C Chinnery regarding the statute of
limitations applicable to disciplinary complaints and regulatory
breaches, particularly in cases where an incident may have occurred
a number of years prior. The concern centered around whether
members can be subject to disciplinary proceedings for historical
conduct and how long such matters can be brought up against them.

A Rushby commented that the regulations already include
timeframes for the lodgement of complaints and historical breaches
can be provided for context.

THAT the President of Dogs West convene a Special General
Meeting to discuss and decide on the following items:

Seconded S Briggs

a. That puppies aged between 8 weeks and under 3 calendar
months be permitted to use the Dogs West grounds for
restricted training purposes.

If item (a) is agreed, then:

b. That the use of the grounds be limited to organised
classes only, conducted under strict biosecurity
conditions - including use of enclosed rooms, agreed
cleaning protocols, and no free access to the grassed
areas.

c. That organisations offered the opportunity to conduct
these restricted classes must either be affiliated with Dogs
West or, if not affiliated, their values must demonstrably
reflect those of Dogs West.

Rationale

Although the Governing Council are charged with the full management
of the Association, with the proposal of such a radical change to the
accepted norm for puppies on the ground, it may have been advisable to
canvass for the opinion of the members prior to amending the regulation.

I request the Special General Meeting in an endeavour to strengthen
Dogs West's commitment to member inclusion by consultation on
innovative, far-reaching proposals. It would enable the Governing
Council to consider the opinions of the members on this particular
matter to balance innovation with caution in safeguarding our animals,
the grounds, and values.

Clause (b) seeks to address a longstanding gap in training access for young
puppies during their critical developmental window. By permitting puppies
aged 8 weeks to under 3 calendar months to attend organised classes on
Dogs West grounds-under strict biosecurity protocols-we support early
socialisation, responsible ownership, and improved welfare outcomes.

The discussion clause (c.) prioritises Dogs West-affiliated clubs and/

or members as the first to be offered the opportunity to conduct these
restricted classes. This ensures that member-led organisations, which
are already aligned with our standards, benefit directly from expanded
access to participants. Should external organisations be considered,
they must demonstrate values that reflect those of Dogs West-ensuring
consistency in ethos, quality, and accountability.

The president asked if there were any questions regarding the motion.
There being no questions a vote was taken, and the motion was -

CARRIED

12.2 Moved C Murphy Seconded D Smith

THAT the Governing Council of Dogs West rescind its
decision of April 2025 to amend Regulation A85.5.

and
THAT

1. All classes and activities for dogs under three (3) months
of age be suspended immediately until such time as the
rescission motion is formally heard and determined.

2. That this suspension be treated as urgent business and
dealt with prior to the next meeting of the Governing
Council and prior to 2 September 2025.

Rationale:

Health & Biosecurity: Puppies under 12 weeks are not fully
vaccinated and risk spreading diseases such as parvovirus.

Clarity & Governance: The amendment introduced vague
and subjective terms that create confusion and inconsistent
enforcement.

Member Confidence: The change was made without broad
consultation and has caused concern among members.

Precautionary Principle: Suspending under-3-month classes until
rescission is heard is the most responsible course.

The president asked if there were any questions regarding the
motion.

Following extensive discussion, including

o Therule change appeared to be prompted by the RSPCA's request,
not a strategic member-led review of Regulation. Some members
feel this sets a dangerous precedent — policy changes driven by
external groups, not internal needs.

o RSPCAS request was the catalyst for GC to review the regulations
but the decision was made following full consideration of the
recommendations of the AVA and to support dog development
allowing puppies from 8 weeks (instead of 12) to attend training
on the grounds. This supports crucial early socialisation periods,
consistent with practices in other states and benefits all dogs.

e Some members have a deep-rooted distrust of the RSPCA as
antagonistic, citing past issues (e.g. tail docking, Stop Puppy
Farming legislation) and object to their hiring of Association
facilities.
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Possible commercial conflict with members/affiliates running training.

e Governing Council viewed this as a small, strategic step to
improve relations with the RSPCA. Cooperating helps Dogs
West appear open and constructive to external bodies and
the wider public. Hosting puppy classes could increase public
awareness of Dogs West and its facilities.

e RSPCA are an independent hirer paying commercial hire rates
to the Association. Terminating the RSPCA’s agreement could
expose Dogs West to contractual liability.

e Decisions about RSPCA involvement weren't clearly
documented in Council minutes. Members were not consulted
before allowing the RSPCA to hire the facility.

e President clarified position on social media. Change to the
regulation was based on recommendations of the AVA. Hire
of the facilities is an administrative decision. Not policy to ask
permission of members for commercial hire of facilities. Role
of the administration to manage the financial health of the
Association including approval of commercial hire of facilities.

o Vague regulation language: Terms like “controlled
environment” and “effective sanitation” are open to
interpretation. While the hirer assumes liability, any outbreak
or incident could still harm Dogs West's reputation. No active
enforcement planned.

e Sanitation protocols in place. Measures like mopping,
footbaths, and vaccination checks are standard — helping
mitigate health risks.

Booking terms include conditions. Requirements were specified in

the hirer’s booking agreement and posted online.

e Membership felt excluded from the decision making process

o Hire of the facilities is an administrative decision. Not policy to
ask permission of members for commercial hire of facilities.

Hosting puppy classes could increase public awareness of Dogs

West and its facilities.

Would set a precedent allowing members or affiliated trainers to

run early puppy socialisation programs too.

Canine News

S Briggs raised concerns regarding recent issues of Canine news.
Specific issues included use of heavy-weight paper and excessive
colour, making handling and printing inefficient; Incorrect
schedules and logo placement.

| Cross stated that the Canine News is now irrelevant as the
majority of members use Show Manager website to see what
shows are upcoming, and to enter events.

CEO noted concerns raised by member, however disagreed that
the errors are excessive. The best proofing practice is applied
with the limited resources provided towards proofing editions.

Ashlea Stanton raised concerns regarding dogs running loose
on the grounds, possibly belonging to non-Members, and
causing issues with Members’ dogs. She questioned why the
office does not take action and noted the lack of monitoring
on the grounds.

The CEO responded that the groundsman addresses issues
when possible; however, it is difficult to monitor such a large,
open area, especially with two entrances.

Anna Ferguson queried why membership fees did not
decrease when the CN transitioned to a digital format.

It was explained that Members may still opt in to receive
a hard copy, and associated production costs remain.
Additionally, the change to digital distribution was
implemented several years ago.

Colin Chinnery thanked the Chair for introducing the 10, 20,
and 30+ year Membership recognition initiative. He asked
whether Dogs West holds Membership records extending
back several decades.

President advised applications for recognition will be accepted
with supporting proof of membership duration.

The President thanked members present for their attendance and closed
the meeting at 10.00 pm.

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President Report 2025

President’s Report — AGM 2025

Good evening everyone and
thank you for coming.

We are a member association
which is defined as a group of
people with shared interests,
goals and pursuits who unite to
form a community.

Our community binds us
together, underpinned by

our love of dogs and a desire
to engage with them in our
disciplines of choice, supported by our Volunteers and the
Association.

Thank you to all the Members who stood for Governing Council at
the recent elections. Standing for Governing Council represents

a commitment by a Member to donate their time and expertise to
the Association.

This is the same for those Members who work on the many Dogs
West and Dogs Australia Committees and Working Paties.

For this we owe them all a vote of thanks, for they are volunteers,
many of whom also work on our affiliated Clubs.

I thank all Governing Councillors, past and present, for their
support and work for the Association.

My congratulations to the successful Governing Council
candidates at this election, I look forward to working with you all
in the coming year.

Financial Management

Last year I provided an extensive report on financial matters,
given we had operated for two years with significant deficits,
which is simply not sustainable in the long term.

With prudent financial management we have a surplus of
$20,000 for last financial year, and I thank our CEO Marzel for
her diligent work in cost management.

Whilst this is a positive outcome, we also recognise that in this
coming financial year, maintenance works must be undertaken,
including an engineering survey of the pavilion roof, as well
general maintenance that has been previously deferred.

Many of the topics raised in last year’s report are still relevant
today; we are aware of the cost of living pressures on many of our
Members, and Governing Council adopted a budget with very
conservative fee increases in specific areas, whilst also making
sure that our fees were fair and equitable to all our ground and
facility users.

Member Engagement

At the last meeting of Governing Council in July Dogs West
communication with Members was discussed as it has become
clear from queries and comments raised on social media by some
Members, that, despite key information being regularly shared
through e-newsletters, the Canine News and the website, that this

information is not being picked up by all Members.

It is evident that social media is widely used by many Members,
and Council agreed that engagement in that space should

play a bigger role in communication to the Members, whilst
maintaining all other communication channels.

Leaving good intention aside, some responses to queries on social
media between Members are not always correct or complete.

Dogs West does not have the capacity to monitor social media

comments on the many groups that Members use.

Strategies to strengthen communication, including allowing for
questions and query responses, will be further explored, along
with more regular updates on Social Media where information
will be shared.

In the meantime, I encourage any Member who has a question
to contact the Dogs West office, myself or one of your Governing
Councillors for assistance.

Developments on the Grounds

Planning approval has been given to the developer of the land
adjacent to our property. It has been a long time coming since
Dogs West Members agreed in 2002 to sell the land; a diagram of
the approved development is on display tonight.

Dogs West was aware of what was being proposed but until that
development was approved by the City of Gosnells, it was only a
scenario from the developer.

Members will be kept updated as the development unfolds;
development approval gives a period of 2 years to commence, so
it could commence at any time in that period. This will finally
give us the opportunity to complete the upgrade to parking on the
southern side of the main arena; the entry from Ranford Road
will change, and an upgrade to the Warton Road entry will occur.

Governing Council has also recently discussed how our grounds
can be best used in the future, to support more events and the
Members.

After requests from Members, the Finance Committee and
Council have been considering several matters including use of
the Canteen, Camping on the Grounds, use of personal barbeques

and generators, and parking queries.
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Investigations are ongoing and discussions have been held by the
CEO with the City of Gosnells regarding camping and use of the
canteen, both have requirements which must be met.

For example, any camping on the grounds is subject to the
Caravan Parks and Camping Grounds Act 1995 and would require
development application approval from the City, regardless of
how often and how much camping is to take place.

It also requires careful consideration of the location of camping
bays, which raises the broader question of future planning for our
grounds, to ensure that any developments are of benefit to our
Members. We simply do not have unlimited land space.

Recognition of Years Of Membership

I am pleased to announce that at the May meeting Governing
Council adopted a recommendation from the Honours Board for
the introduction of a Length Of Membership Award for Members.

Awards will be for 10, 20 and 30 or more years of Membership,
and will be presented annually at the AGM, giving Members a
moment to celebrate their milestone and have a group photo

opportunity.

Council wants to recognise and thank those who have been long
term Members of the Association, and further information will be
published about the Awards and the process to apply.

Culture

During the year I have seen and heard comments regarding the
culture at Dogs West and Dogs West events.

As Members, we are all part of the culture that we practice and
accept. It cannot be imposed by Rules or Regulation. It is made
by all of us. We are a community who can shine very brightly
when needed, amply demonstrated by the recognition awards that
will be given tonight. But it should not take an emergency to bring
out that kindness, it should be inherent in all of us. Kindness
costs nothing and is the easiest gift to give and friendships made
here can last a lifetime.

Thank you to Marzel and all the Dogs West staff for their
work during the year, your efforts, commitment and work are
appreciated.

Finally, I would like to recognise and thank everyone who works
as a volunteer to make the many events run by our Affiliated clubs
possible.

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CEO AGM Report 2024/25

Operational Highlights
1. Key Operational and Financial Review

The 2024/25 year has been a strong and positive one for Dogs
West. Despite some unexpected costs, the Association achieved
a net improvement of approximately $50,000 compared to the
previous financial year. This outcome reflects improved financial
processes, tighter oversight of income and expenses, and careful
management of resources.

Operationally, this year has seen several successes: our inaugural
partnership with PD Insurance has opened new avenues for income
diversification, and two Special General Meetings were held to
approve the Waveconn Telecommunications Tower 30-year lease
and the sale of a 103.28m2 parcel of land for the purposes of road
widening and upgrades to the intersection of Ranford Road and
Lakey Street, undertaken by the City of Gosnells.

The contracts for both projects have been signed and are now
progressing to the next steps. Together, these opportunities
will provide fresh financial stability for the Association beyond
2025/26.

2. Financial Queries and Expenses
a) Legal Fees

You will notice that legal fees were substantially higher than
budgeted. $57,000 of these costs were incurred in matters where
members took formal legal action against Dogs West. While this
amount is high, it is not safe or appropriate for volunteers or
staff to handle matters without professional legal representation.
Engaging lawyers ensures compliance with legal obligations and
protects the Association and its members. The costs incurred this
year were unavoidable but necessary. Dogs West is not expecting
similar costs in 2025/26.

b) Clerical Errors

Two clerical errors also had a financial impact this year: a misprint
of entry fees reduced income by $2,404, and a reprint of Canine
News cost $3,740 due to incorrect content being included. These
mistakes are regrettable but isolated, and workflow processes have
been improved to prevent recurrence. Even with these costs and
higher legal fees, the Association still finished the year in a strong
financial position.

3. Website and Digital Progress

The purpose of the new Dogs West website is to provide a one-stop
shop for members, improve the quality of information on pedigree
dogs for the public, and create opportunities to grow membership
and other income streams. The design has taken nine months and
three rounds of edits, and while this is excessive, the project could
not proceed without getting this aspect right. I am confident the
structure covers all of Dogs West’s key activities, and the website
platform, WordPress, allows us to improve the site in stages after
its initial completion.

I have paused the project temporarily to get clarity on some
questions, particularly regarding the number of e-forms and
their functionality beyond payment and submission, which have
not yet been fully resolved to my satisfaction. The tools used by
the provider to showcase the structure and pages also make it

challenging to share and seek input during development.

Looking ahead, once these matters are clarified, I have been

told that the development phase will take three months. Once
this part is complete, Stage 2 will focus on testing and ensuring
functionality meets member needs. Once timeframes are
confirmed, I will release further information on the testing phase.
The phased approach to the website development is not fast and
has been compounded by the issues mentioned above. However,
I believe this approach is the best way to achieve a website that is

sustainable, functional, and member-focused.

We will also seek member feedback on additional digital services,
such as AGM streaming or online voting, to ensure ongoing digital

developments meet the needs of the membership.
4. Summary

Overall, 2024/25 was a successful year operationally and
financially. Despite some challenges, Dogs West remains in a
strong position to deliver services, support members, and continue
investing in initiatives that enhance the value of membership.
Finally, I would like to thank all Dogs West staff for their
contributions in achieving the great outcomes this year.

Their constant commitment and resilience continue to astound me.

I am very grateful for all their support and hard work.
