Just like many of our members, Dogs

West is surrounded by Australian

bushland, which means snakes may

occasionally be spotted during the warmer

months. For your safety, we have posted

the contact details of local snake catchers

throughout our grounds. If you do see a

snake, please inform an Event Official

immediately.

 

General tips if you encounter a snake:

If it’s safe,

slowly move away. Sudden

movements may provoke the

snake.

Give it space. If you are very close,

remain still and allow the snake to

move away.

Do not touch or disturb it. Avoid

trying to catch it, throwing anything,

hitting it, or shouting. Simply watch

where it goes.

Call a professional if needed. Use

the snake catcher contacts posted

around the grounds.

Your safety is our priority—remember,

most snakes will move away if left alone.
